DREAMS, SCRIPTURES & PRAYERDREAMS, SCRIPTURES & PRAYER
Step 1: Write Down Dreams, Scriptures, and Ideas from
Prayer Time

What dreams or hopes has God placed on our hearts?
Are there specific scriptures that speak to our family’s
purpose?
What ideas or visions came up during our prayer together?
List key verses, dreams, or words that stood out.
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Step 3: Draft 2–3 Vision Statements

Using your strengths, values, and dreams, write 2–3 possible
vision statements.
Each statement should answer: “What do we believe God
wants our family to be and do?”
Keep them simple, clear, and meaningful.

Step 4: Choose or Combine into One Clear Statement

Review your draft statements as a family.
Discuss which one resonates most or combine elements into a
single statement.
Finalize your family vision statement and write it clearly.
