	Jesus Was Led By the Holy Spirit to the Cross 

The angel answered, “The Holy Spirit will come on you, and the power of the Most High will overshadow you. So the holy one to be born will be called[a] the Son of God.

As soon as Jesus was baptized, he went up out of the water. At that moment heaven was opened, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting on him.

Then Jesus was led by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted[a] by the devil.

“The Spirit of the Lord is on me,
    because he has anointed me
    to proclaim good news to the poor.
He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners
    and recovery of sight for the blind,
to set the oppressed free,
	Luke 1:35; Matthew 3:16; Luke 4:18; Matthew 4:1
Children will understand that Jesus lived and fulfilled His mission on earth by the leading and power of the Holy Spirit, and that the Holy Spirit also helps us follow God’s plan for our lives.
	The Bible shows that Jesus Christ was led by the Holy Spirit throughout His life and ministry. He was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit (Gospel of Luke 1:35). At His baptism, the Spirit descended on Him like a dove (Gospel of Matthew 3:16). Jesus declared that the Spirit of the Lord was upon Him to bring good news and healing (Gospel of Luke 4:18). He was led by the Spirit into the wilderness where He was tempted (Gospel of Matthew 4:1). This shows that Jesus’ journey—including His path to the cross and resurrection—was guided by the Holy Spirit.

Just as Jesus depended on the Holy Spirit, we are not meant to live by our own strength. The Holy Spirit helps us obey God, make good choices, and walk in the purpose God has for our lives.
	As we begin this Easter series, we will see how Jesus followed the Holy Spirit step by step—from entering Jerusalem to the cross and finally to the resurrection. Jesus’ life shows us what it means to live Spirit-led and Spirit-empowered.

Zechariah 4:6 – “Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit, says the Lord.”

	Spirit Led Into Purpose- Triumphal Entry (Palm Sunday) and the Last Supper

 As they approached Jerusalem and came to Bethphage on the Mount of Olives, Jesus sent two disciples, 2 saying to them, “Go to the village ahead of you, and at once you will find a donkey tied there, with her colt by her. Untie them and bring them to me. 3 If anyone says anything to you, say that the Lord needs them, and he will send them right away.”
4 This took place to fulfill what was spoken through the prophet:
5 “Say to Daughter Zion,
    ‘See, your king comes to you,
gentle and riding on a donkey,
    and on a colt, the foal of a donkey.’”[a]
6 The disciples went and did as Jesus had instructed them. 7 They brought the donkey and the colt and placed their cloaks on them for Jesus to sit on. 8 A very large crowd spread their cloaks on the road, while others cut branches from the trees and spread them on the road. 9 The crowds that went ahead of him and those that followed shouted,
“Hosanna[b] to the Son of David!”
“Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!”[c]
“Hosanna[d] in the highest heaven!”
10 When Jesus entered Jerusalem, the whole city was stirred and asked, “Who is this?”
11 The crowds answered, “This is Jesus, the prophet from Nazareth in Galilee.”
The Last Supper

Then came the day of Unleavened Bread on which the Passover lamb had to be sacrificed. 8 Jesus sent Peter and John, saying, “Go and make preparations for us to eat the Passover.”
9 “Where do you want us to prepare for it?” they asked.
10 He replied, “As you enter the city, a man carrying a jar of water will meet you. Follow him to the house that he enters, 11 and say to the owner of the house, ‘The Teacher asks: Where is the guest room, where I may eat the Passover with my disciples?’ 12 He will show you a large room upstairs, all furnished. Make preparations there.”
13 They left and found things just as Jesus had told them. So they prepared the Passover.
14 When the hour came, Jesus and his apostles reclined at the table. 15 And he said to them, “I have eagerly desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer. 16 For I tell you, I will not eat it again until it finds fulfillment in the kingdom of God.”
17 After taking the cup, he gave thanks and said, “Take this and divide it among you. 18 For I tell you I will not drink again from the fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God comes.”
19 And he took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to them, saying, “This is my body given for you; do this in remembrance of me.”
20 In the same way, after the supper he took the cup, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood, which is poured out for you.[a] 21 But the hand of him who is going to betray me is with mine on the table. 22 The Son of Man will go as it has been decreed. But woe to that man who betrays him!” 23 They began to question among themselves which of them it might be who would do this.

	Matthew 21:1–11; Luke 22:7–23
Children will understand that Jesus willingly followed God’s plan as He entered Jerusalem and prepared His disciples for His sacrifice, showing what it means to live Spirit-led.

	As the time for His mission drew near, Jesus Christ entered Jerusalem riding on a donkey while crowds welcomed Him with palm branches and shouted “Hosanna!” (Gospel of Matthew 21:8–11). This fulfilled prophecy and revealed Him as the promised King. Soon after, Jesus gathered with His disciples for the Last Supper where He broke bread and shared the cup, explaining that His body would be given and His blood poured out for many (Gospel of Luke 22:19–20). Even though He knew the suffering ahead, Jesus continued forward in obedience to God’s plan, showing that He was following the leading of the Holy Spirit in His mission.
Just as Jesus followed God’s plan even when it was difficult, the Holy Spirit helps us follow God’s direction in our lives. The Spirit also empowers us to love and serve others like Jesus did.  
	Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem and the Last Supper were important steps in the Easter story. They show us how Jesus continued His Spirit-led journey toward the cross. In the next lessons we will see how He prayed in the Garden of Gethsemane, faced the cross, and rose again in victory.
The Holy Spirit leads us into God’s purpose with boldness.
Matthew 21:9 “Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!.”

	Spirit Led in Surrender - Gethsemane, Arrest and Crucifixion

They went to a place called Gethsemane, and Jesus said to his disciples, “Sit here while I pray.” 33 He took Peter, James and John along with him, and he began to be deeply distressed and troubled. 34 “My soul is overwhelmed with sorrow to the point of death,” he said to them. “Stay here and keep watch.”
35 Going a little farther, he fell to the ground and prayed that if possible the hour might pass from him. 36 “Abba,[f] Father,” he said, “everything is possible for you. Take this cup from me. Yet not what I will, but what you will.”
37 Then he returned to his disciples and found them sleeping. “Simon,” he said to Peter, “are you asleep? Couldn’t you keep watch for one hour? 38 Watch and pray so that you will not fall into temptation. The spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.”
39 Once more he went away and prayed the same thing. 40 When he came back, he again found them sleeping, because their eyes were heavy. They did not know what to say to him.
41 Returning the third time, he said to them, “Are you still sleeping and resting? Enough! The hour has come. Look, the Son of Man is delivered into the hands of sinners. 42 Rise! Let us go! Here comes my betrayer!”
Jesus Arrested
43 Just as he was speaking, Judas, one of the Twelve, appeared. With him was a crowd armed with swords and clubs, sent from the chief priests, the teachers of the law, and the elders.
44 Now the betrayer had arranged a signal with them: “The one I kiss is the man; arrest him and lead him away under guard.” 45 Going at once to Jesus, Judas said, “Rabbi!” and kissed him. 46 The men seized Jesus and arrested him. 47 Then one of those standing near drew his sword and struck the servant of the high priest, cutting off his ear.
48 “Am I leading a rebellion,” said Jesus, “that you have come out with swords and clubs to capture me? 49 Every day I was with you, teaching in the temple courts, and you did not arrest me. But the Scriptures must be fulfilled.” 50 Then everyone deserted him and fled.
The Crucifixion (Good Friday)
https://youtu.be/wp2p9sIOyVM?si=nzxk3BO7ilgdjlxA
 Finally Pilate handed him over to them to be crucified.
The Crucifixion of Jesus
So the soldiers took charge of Jesus. 17 Carrying his own cross, he went out to the place of the Skull (which in Aramaic is called Golgotha). 18 There they crucified him, and with him two others—one on each side and Jesus in the middle.
19 Pilate had a notice prepared and fastened to the cross. It read: jesus of nazareth, the king of the jews. 20 Many of the Jews read this sign, for the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city, and the sign was written in Aramaic, Latin and Greek. 21 The chief priests of the Jews protested to Pilate, “Do not write ‘The King of the Jews,’ but that this man claimed to be king of the Jews.”
22 Pilate answered, “What I have written, I have written.”
23 When the soldiers crucified Jesus, they took his clothes, dividing them into four shares, one for each of them, with the undergarment remaining. This garment was seamless, woven in one piece from top to bottom.
24 “Let’s not tear it,” they said to one another. “Let’s decide by lot who will get it.”
This happened that the scripture might be fulfilled that said,
“They divided my clothes among them
    and cast lots for my garment.”[a]
So this is what the soldiers did.
25 Near the cross of Jesus stood his mother, his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. 26 When Jesus saw his mother there, and the disciple whom he loved standing nearby, he said to her, “Woman,[b] here is your son,” 27 and to the disciple, “Here is your mother.” From that time on, this disciple took her into his home.
The Death of Jesus
28 Later, knowing that everything had now been finished, and so that Scripture would be fulfilled, Jesus said, “I am thirsty.” 29 A jar of wine vinegar was there, so they soaked a sponge in it, put the sponge on a stalk of the hyssop plant, and lifted it to Jesus’ lips. 30 When he had received the drink, Jesus said, “It is finished.” With that, he bowed his head and gave up his spirit

	Mark 14:32–50; John 19:16– 30
Children will understand that Jesus chose to obey God’s plan even in suffering and that the Holy Spirit gives us strength to surrender and remain faithful to God.
	After the Last Supper, Jesus Christ went to the Garden of Gethsemane to pray. Knowing what was about to happen, He prayed to the Father and said, “Not my will, but Yours be done” (Gospel of Luke 22:42). Soon after, Jesus was arrested by soldiers and taken away (Gospel of Mark 14:46). Though He was mocked, beaten, and eventually crucified on the cross, Jesus remained obedient to God’s mission. On the cross He completed the work He came to do and declared, “It is finished” (Gospel of John 19:30). Even in suffering, Jesus continued to trust the Father and follow the path set before Him.
Sometimes following God is difficult, but the Holy Spirit gives us strength to obey Him. Just as Jesus surrendered to God’s will, the Spirit empowers us to make the right choices and trust God even in hard moments.
The Spirit strengthens us to obey God even when it’s hard.
Fruit of the Holy Spirit
Jesus gave Himself up to do the Father’s Will
Philippians 2:5-8

	The Garden of Gethsemane, the arrest, and the crucifixion show the depth of Jesus’ obedience and love. Even through pain and suffering, Jesus stayed faithful to God’s plan, completing the mission that would bring salvation to the world.
Luke 22:42 – “Father, if You are willing, take this cup from Me; yet not My will, but Yours be done.”

	Spirit Empowered Victory - The Resurrection (Resurrection Sunday)

After the Sabbath, at dawn on the first day of the week, Mary Magdalene and the other Mary went to look at the tomb.
2 There was a violent earthquake, for an angel of the Lord came down from heaven and, going to the tomb, rolled back the stone and sat on it. 3 His appearance was like lightning, and his clothes were white as snow. 4 The guards were so afraid of him that they shook and became like dead men.
5 The angel said to the women, “Do not be afraid, for I know that you are looking for Jesus, who was crucified. 6 He is not here; he has risen, just as he said. Come and see the place where he lay. 7 Then go quickly and tell his disciples: ‘He has risen from the dead and is going ahead of you into Galilee. There you will see him.’ Now I have told you.”
8 So the women hurried away from the tomb, afraid yet filled with joy, and ran to tell his disciples. 9 Suddenly Jesus met them. “Greetings,” he said. They came to him, clasped his feet and worshiped him. 10 Then Jesus said to them, “Do not be afraid. Go and tell my brothers to go to Galilee; there they will see me.”


	Matthew 28:1-10
Children will understand that Jesus rose from the dead in victory and that God’s power is greater than death, bringing hope and new life to all who believe in Him.
	Early on the first day of the week, women went to the tomb where Jesus Christ had been buried. Suddenly there was a great earthquake, and an angel rolled away the stone from the tomb. The angel told them not to be afraid and announced the good news: “He is not here; He has risen, just as He said” (Gospel of Matthew 28:5–6). As the women ran to tell the disciples, Jesus met them on the way and greeted them with joy (Gospel of Matthew 28:9–10). The resurrection showed that Jesus had victory over sin and death and that God’s power had completed the mission.
The resurrection reminds us that God’s power is greater than any problem we face. The same Spirit that worked in Jesus’ life gives us hope, courage, and new life as we follow Him.
	The same Spirit that raised Jesus gives us new life and boldness.
From the moment Jesus entered Jerusalem to the cross and finally the empty tomb, every step of the journey showed God’s plan unfolding. Jesus obeyed the Father completely, and the resurrection revealed the victory of God’s power over sin and death. Because Jesus is alive, we can live with hope and confidence in God.
Romans 8:11 “The Spirit of God, who raised Jesus from the dead, lives in you. And just as God raised Christ Jesus from the dead, he will give life to your mortal bodies by this same Spirit living within you.”
Matthew 28:6 “He is not here; He has risen!”
