	LESSON OVERVIEW
	To help children understand that God helped Esther be brave, and God can also use them to do good things.

	TAKE AWAY
	I am part of God’s big story, and God can use me.

	PREPARATION
	Read Esther (Chapter 1-8)
Make sure you have visuals.

	GAME
	Musical Chairs

	PRAYER
	Dear God, thank You for loving us and helping us be brave like Esther. Teach us today. Amen

	WORSHIP LEADER
	As we sing, let’s praise God who makes us strong and brave!

	BIG WORD

	Hello friends. I hope you had an awesome week. Give your neighbour a fist bump.
Tell the children: “When I say Esther, show me your brave face!”
Practice 3–4 times.

How many of you are participating in the children’s production?

If you haven’t, you still can. We have a part for you to play. Be a dancer, a singer, an actor/actress. 
We have spent the last few weeks learning from the story of Esther who is the main character in our children’s production. Esther — a girl just like you, who God helped to be brave. 
Esther was a young girl living in a strange country, but God placed her in the palace at the right time. She didn’t know the whole story… but God did.

“God knows your story too! And He wants you to be part of His big, wonderful story.
When you sing, dance, act, or smile in the children’s production, you are showing God’s love to everyone watching. God made each of us for something special.
And Jesus told us to tell others about Him. Because of your participation, people will remember to talk to God, find the special job He has for them, and some people will even choose to follow Jesus.”

Let’s get into our crews and discuss.

	CREW TIME

	ACTIVITY
	“My Esther Moment” Card
Give each child a piece of paper. Ask them to draw or write:
“One place to participate in the production.” It could be dancing, singing or acting.

	GAME RECAP

	DUKE Box
HOW IT WORKS
1. Prepare a Duke Box (a decorated box).
2. Inside, place folded questions, each with a recap question from Esther’s story.
3. Children take turns picking a question or action.
4. If it’s a question, they try to answer (you may assist!).
5. If it’s an action, the whole group does it together.
6. If they answer well, the group cheers: “Born for This!”
Optional: Add funny “action cards” for energy (e.g., “Roar like a lion,” “Spin once then answer,” “Whisper your answer dramatically”, “Clap 3 times before answering a question”, “Freeze in a brave pose for 3 seconds.”).

Here are recap questions for the game:
1. Who took care of Esther? Answer: Mordecai.
2. Who became the queen? Answer: Esther!
3. Who did Esther talk to when she needed help? Answer: God.
4. Why did Esther need to be brave? Answer: To help her people.
5. Who had a bad plan? Answer: Haman.
6. What did Esther do when she was scared? Answer: She prayed.
7. Who gave Esther courage? Answer: God!
8. What did God use Esther to do? Answer: Save her people.


	APPLICATION
	This week, when you feel shy, scared, or unsure, remember, “Esther was born for this. You were born for this too because God is with you no matter what.”

	MEMORY VERSE
	Esther 4:14 (b) “You were made for such a time as this.”

	
	Teach it with simple motions:
· You were made → Point to yourself
· for such a time → Tap your wrist like a watch
· [bookmark: _GoBack]as this → Spread arms around the room

	CONCLUSION
	You don’t have to be famous, rich, or grown-up for God to use you.
When you obey God in small ways—telling the truth, helping someone, choosing kindness—you are part of His big story, just like Esther.
