	TAKE AWAY

	PREPARATION
	Read Matthew 2:1-12 Make sure you have visuals.

	GAME

	Follow the Star
Let one child be the “star.” The rest follow wherever the star moves (slow, fast, quiet, jumping).
Point: Just like the Wise Men followed the star, we follow Jesus!

	WORSHIP LEADER
	Merry Christmas everybody. How many days do we have until Christmas?
That’s right! 11 days. Wow! When I was young the best gift I got every Christmas was a new dress. Today we will learn that actually the greatest gift is Jesus. Christmas is special because Jesus is here! Let’s sing this beautiful Christmas carols. 

	PRAYER
	Dear Jesus, thank You for loving me. Thank You for Christmas. Help me to love You and make You happy. Amen.

	BIG WORD

	(Dress up like any character in the Christmas Story.)
Christmas is in 11 days. I hope you are excited about this season. What is something you did for your parents this week?”

Last time, we learned that baby Jesus made Mary and Joseph very happy. Everyone was full of joy because Jesus was born.
Today, we learn that even people from very far away came to see Jesus because Jesus makes the season special!

“What makes you happy at Christmas?”

Then say: “All those things are nice, but Jesus is the most special gift of all!”

	STORY TIME
	Bring a beautifully wrapped empty box.
“What if there was no gift inside?”

It’s a “No” for me too. Without Jesus, Christmas is like an empty box. But when Jesus is here, our hearts are full and happy!
Now let me tell you a story about special people that brought gifts to the greatest gift that God gave us- Jesus.
Far away, some Wise Men saw a bright star in the sky.
They knew the star meant a very special baby King was born.
