	TOPIC
	Matthew 2:1-12 (The Wise Men Worship Jesus)
Jesus Makes the Season Special

	LESSON OVERVIEW
	Children will understand that Christmas is special because of Jesus, not because of gifts, lights, or food. They will learn to honor Jesus with their hearts, obedience, and worship, just like the Wise Men did..

	TAKE AWAY
	Jesus is the greatest gift. When Jesus is in our hearts and homes, the season becomes truly special.

	PREPARATION
	Read Matthew 2:1-12 Make sure you have visuals.

	GAME

	Follow the Star
Let one child be the “star.” The rest follow wherever the star moves (slow, fast, quiet, jumping).
Point: Just like the Wise Men followed the star, we follow Jesus!

	WORSHIP LEADER
	Merry Christmas everybody. How many days do we have until Christmas?
That’s right! 11 days. Wow! When I was young the best gift I got every Christmas was a new dress. Today we will learn that actually the greatest gift is Jesus. Christmas is special because Jesus is here! Let’s sing this beautiful Christmas carols. 

	PRAYER
	Dear Jesus, thank You for making Christmas special. Help our hearts to love You, worship You, and make You the most important part of this season. Amen.

	BIG WORD

	(Dress up like any character in the Christmas Story.)
Christmas is in 11 days. I hope you are excited about this season. What is something you did for your parents this week?”

That is very good. I am so proud of you. Last time, we learned that Jesus’ birth brought joy to His family—Mary, Joseph, the angels, and the shepherds were all happy because Jesus was born.
Today, we learn that people from far away also knew that Jesus made the season special. They didn’t come for the party; they came for Jesus. Who were these people?

Ask: What makes Christmas special for you?
All those things are nice—but today we will learn the most important reason Christmas is special is Jesus!

	CREW TIME

	OBJECT LESSON
	Bring a beautifully wrapped empty box.
“Would you still be happy if this box had nothing inside?”

Gifts without Jesus are like this empty box; pretty on the outside but missing the most important thing. When Jesus is present, even without gifts, Christmas is still full!
Now let me tell you a story about special people that brought gifts to the greatest gift that God gave us- Jesus.

	SKIT
	Let each crew member pick a speaking part. Instead of reading the Scripture, let’s act it out. Matthew 2:1-12

[bookmark: _GoBack]Narrator 1: Long ago, three Wise Men were watching the sky when they saw something amazing!
(All Wise Men look up.)
Wise Man 1: Wow! That’s the brightest star I’ve ever seen!
Wise Man 2: That star means a special King has been born.
Wise Man 3: Not just any King—God’s Son!
Wise Man 4: Then what are we waiting for?
Wise Man 5: Let’s follow the star!
Wise Man 6: And take our gifts!
(All walk slowly in a line, following the “star.”)
Narrator 2: The Wise Men traveled far… through hot days and cold nights… because they really wanted to see Jesus.
Wise Man 1 (tired): Are we there yet?
Wise Man 2: Keep going! Jesus is worth it!
Wise Man 3: Look! The star has stopped!
(All stop suddenly.)
(Mary sits holding baby doll. Joseph stands beside her.)
Narrator 3: The star stopped over the place where baby Jesus was.
(All Wise Men gasp softly.)
Wise Man 4: This is the King.
Wise Man 5: The One sent from God.
Wise Man 6: And He’s just a little baby…
(All kneel.)
All Wise Men Together: We worship You, Jesus.
Wise Man 1: I give You gold, because You are a King.
(pretends to give gift)
Wise Man 2: I give You frankincense, because You are holy.
Wise Man 3: I give You myrrh, because You are very special.
Mary: Thank you for honoring our Son.
Joseph: Jesus makes everything special.
(All step forward and face audience.)
Narrator 4: The Wise Men did not come for toys…
Wise Man 1: They did not come for food…
Wise Man 2: They did not come for a party…
Wise Man 3: They came for Jesus!
All Together (Loud & Joyful): Jesus makes the season special!

	DISCUSSION
Read Matthew 2:1-12
	1. What did the Wise Men do when they saw Baby Jesus?
Matthew 2:11a “On coming to the house, they saw the child with his mother Mary, and they bowed down and worshiped him.” 

2. What did the Wise Men do after they worshipped Jesus?
Matthew 2:11b “Then they opened their treasures and presented him with gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh.” 

3. How can we show Jesus that He is special to us?
By praying, obeying, loving others, and worshiping Him.
This Christmas:
· When you help your parents,
· When you share with your siblings,
· When you pray,
· When you choose kindness,
You are saying: “Jesus, You make my season special.”

Let’s pray- Dear Jesus, thank You for making Christmas special. Help us to love You, obey You, and worship You like the Wise Men did. We choose You as our greatest gift. Amen.

	MEMORY VERSE
	Matthew 2:11a “On coming to the house, they saw the child with his mother Mary, and they bowed down and worshiped him.” 

	CONCLUSION
	The Wise Men traveled far, not for toys or food—but for Jesus.
They showed us that:
· Jesus is the greatest gift
· Jesus is the real reason for Christmas
· When we put Jesus first, our season becomes truly special
