	LESSON OVERVIEW
	The children will learn that a Spirit-Led Leader is a person who listens to God and leads people onto God's agenda.
God has a plan and purpose for people's lives. A Spirit-Led Leader has influence- helps others follow God's way instead of simply doing whatever they want.

	TAKE AWAY
	A Spirit-Led Leader listens to God and leads people onto God's agenda.

	PREPARATION
	Read Luke 19:1-10
Make sure you have visuals.

	SEGMENT 1
Free Play OR Organized GAME
	Dance Challenge
· This game is like Chinese whispers but instead of whispering a word, you pass on a dance move.
· Let the children line up in groups of 10. They must face forward. No looking behind. The last person on the line will create a dance move that is passed on to the next person without the rest in line seeing it. 
· That move is passed on and on until the first person on the line.

You will notice that the move might be so different by the time it reaches the person on the line, that’s the fun part.

	SEGMENT 2
WORSHIP LEADER

	The Bible says in Romans 8:14 that “For those who are led by the Spirit of God are the children of God.” This verse means that when we allow the Holy Spirit to lead us, we are God’s children, so we go out to shine the light in us- that’s Jesus. As God’s children we lead the rest. We have the ability to influence the people around us through our words and actions.

	PRAYER

	SEGMENT 3 BIG WORD
	Hello friends,
Give your neighbour a fist bump. Tell them Ebola is real! Remember to take precaution to avoid getting sick or making your loved ones sick.

Last week we talked about shining your light. 
Turn to the person next to you and tell them one thing you did to shine your light at school or at home.

Thank you for sharing. You and I are the light. And we are able to SHINE because Jesus lives in us through the Holy Spirit. When you choose to let your light shine, God is glorified and when people see the good things that you do, they will choose to believe in Jesus too.

10 Mins
	Objective: Debates help children engage more deeply with the lesson by moving beyond simply hearing information to actively thinking about and discussing it. They develop critical thinking skills as they consider different viewpoints, support their ideas with reasons, and connect biblical principles to real-life situations. It also builds confidence in expressing their thoughts and opinions respectfully while teaching them the important leadership skill of listening to and valuing the perspectives of others. 

Motion: Can someone be a leader even if nobody gives them a leadership title?

Prove your answer with examples from the Bible. (For example, if your answer is No, prove it, if your answer is Yes, prove it) Both answers are correct.

Give the children 5 minutes to come up with their points. It can be Boys Vs Girls
Allow a representative from the boys to present and a representative from the girls to present, they each have 2 mins each.

What is Influence?
Influence is the ability to change the thoughts, choices, or actions of other people.
Influence means helping other people choose what is good and right.
For example:
· If you are kind, others may be kind too. 
· If you tell the truth, others may want to tell the truth too. 
People often copy what they see us do.
That is called influence.

	DISCUSSION QUESTIONS
	1. How did Jesus INLUENCE Zacchaeus to change his ways?
Zacchaeus was dishonest and only cared about money. After meeting Jesus, his heart changed. He said:
· He would give to the poor. 
· He would repay those he had cheated. 
Jesus didn't force him. His love, attention, and truth influenced Zacchaeus to change his life and follow God's ways.
A Spirit-Led Leader influences people to change and follow God's plan.

2. What can you do this week to INFLUENCE others?
· At school? 
· At home?  

	APPLICATION
	Just like we learnt last week to keep shining our light- who is Jesus in us through our words and actions, in the same way, as leaders, as God’s children led by the Spirit, our words and actions can influence others to praise God and follow His ways.

This week, ask yourself:
"Am I leading people toward what I want, or toward what God wants?"

Have the children repeat this, "I am a Spirit-Led Leader. I listen to God. I follow God's plan. I use my influence to help others follow Him too!"

	CONCLUSION
	Jesus was a Spirit-Led Leader. He listened to God, obeyed God's plan, and influenced many people to follow Him. Spirit-Led Leaders do not just do what they want. They ask God what He wants and then help others do the same. Jesus was the perfect Spirit-Led Leader because He always listened to His Father and led people toward God's ways.
