	LESSON OVERVIEW
	Children will understand that initiative means noticing a need and taking action without being told. They will learn from Jesus’ example and identify ways they can take initiative at home, school, and church.

	TAKE AWAY
	A Spirit-Led Leader notices needs and takes action without waiting to be told.

	PREPARATION
	Read John 6:5–12
Make sure you have visuals.

	SEGMENT 1
Free Play OR Organized GAME
	Colour Coordination
· Divide the space into 4-5 colours.
· Call out a colour and the children have to jump to it.
· If one jumps into the wrong colour, they are out of the game.
· Continue playing by increasing the speed at which you call out a colour.

	SEGMENT 2
WORSHIP LEADER

	The Bible says in 1 John 3:18 that, "Dear children, let us not love with words or speech but with actions and in truth.”
As we sing and dance today, ask yourself, “Am I putting into action the words that I am singing to God today? Jesus wants us to worship Him by the power of the Holy Spirit but also in truth, meaning with all your heart- not for others to see you but for you to connect with God through singing and dancing. Come on, let’s sing these songs together.

	PRAYER
	Father, thank You for bringing us together today. Help us learn how to be Spirit-Led Leaders who notice the needs around us and take action to help others. In Jesus' name, Amen.

	SEGMENT 3 BIG WORD
	Hello friends,
I hope you had a wonderful week. 

Over the last few weeks, we have learned that a Spirit-Led Leader, has Influence, shows Empathy and takes Responsibility
ASK:
· Who remembers what influence means?
· How did you show empathy this week?
· Did you complete your responsibilities at home or school?

Spirit-Led Leaders shine God's light wherever they go.
Today we are learning another quality of a Spirit-Led Leader, and that is INITIATIVE.

	SEGMENT 4
DEBATE

New!!!

10 Mins
	Objective: Debates help children engage more deeply with the lesson by moving beyond simply hearing information to actively thinking about and discussing it. 

Motion: Is it better to wait until someone asks you to help, or should you take initiative and help when you see a need?

Prove your answer with examples from the Bible.

Give the children 5 minutes to come up with their points. It can be Boys Vs Girls
Allow a representative from the boys to present and a representative from the girls to present, they each have 2 mins each.

	
	Think about this for a moment, you don’t have to answer. Could the boy with the five loaves and two fish have changed the story if he had kept his lunch to himself?

Many of God's purposes were fulfilled because ordinary people noticed a need and took action.

What is Initiative? (Allow the children to respond)

Initiative means seeing a need and doing something about it without waiting for someone else to tell you.
Spirit-Led Leaders do not wait around for someone else to act. They notice what needs to be done and step forward to help.
· Have you ever helped someone before they asked?
· Have you ever noticed a problem and solved it yourself?
Today we will see how Jesus showed initiative.

	SEGMENT 4 - CREW TIME

	BIBLE READING TOGETHER
	Let the children read these scriptures together and share what they are hearing God say through them.  
John 6:5-12

	DISCUSSION QUESTIONS
	1. What Initiative did Jesus Show?
· He noticed the need. The people were hungry
· He cared about the people. He asked His disciples to find food for the people.
· He took action. He gave thanks for the fish and bread.
· He trusted God to help. And indeed God performed a miracle, 5000 men were fed on 5 loaves and 2 fish.
Jesus did not wait for someone else to solve the problem. He took initiative to feed people who had come to hear God’s word but they were hungry so, he fed them.

2. If you could help solve one problem at school, home, or church, what would it be?

	APPLICATION
	N.O.T.E Initiative Model (Give the children the activity sheet)
1. NOTICE- Look around and identify a problem or need
2. OWN IT- Don’t wait for someone to fix it, just do it or rally people around you to do it.
3. THINK OF A SOLUTION- Come up with a simple plan
4. EXECUTE- Take action

Remember, you don't have to do something huge. Small actions can make a big difference. The boy with five loaves and two fish didn't have enough for everyone, but he offered what he had, and God used it.
Key Principle- Notice → Own It → Think It → Do It

	CONCLUSION
	A Spirit-Led Leader notices needs and takes action without waiting to be told.
Remember: God often uses small acts of kindness to do big things.
